Entry Criteria 
Certificate IV in Christian Ministry or Theology (minimum of 588 nominal hours). 
 
Course Structure 
The Diploma of Christian Ministry requires the successful completion of 12 subjects over 4 
terms (3 subjects per term). Overseas students are required to complete an extra subject 
each term (total of 16 subjects).

Vocational Placement (VP) 
In addition to study time students are required to complete 240 hours of volunteer work 
within their local church or a community based organisation. This volunteer work is called 
“Vocational Placement” and includes ministry within the church e.g. serving in a ministry 
team such as hospitality, music, children or administration; and/or ministry within a 
community organisation e.g. youth work, chaplaincy, RE in schools. Diploma students are 
expected to develop their leadership skills by taking responsibility for a specific area within 
a ministry.
